Reversing the Fan

Ceiling fans work in twio directions: downdraft (counterdockwise rotation) and updraft (cloclwise
rotation). To change the direction of air flow, turn the fan off and let it come to a complete stop.

Slide the reversing switch to the opposite position. Restart the fan.

If amy part of your ceiling fan motor fails during your ownership of the fan due to a
defect in material or workmanship, as determined solely by Hunter, Hunter will provide
you with a replacement fan free of change.* The foregoing limited warranty applies only
to the motor itself and does not apply to electronic controls — such as remate control
transmitters, remote control receivers, or capacitors — used in conjunction with the
muotaor. Such electronic control items are included in the one-year limited warranty below.

Other — One-Year Limited Warranty

Except as otherwise indicated throughout this wamanty, if any part of your Hunter cailing
fan fails at any time within one year of the date of purchase due to a defect in material
or warkmanship, as determined solely by Hunter, Hurter will provide a replacement part
