Reversing the Fan

WINTER MODE:

Updraft (counterclockwise
rotation) creates a more indirect
airflow. Updraft airflow is great
for moving warm air downward.

SUMMER MODE:

Downdraft (clockwise rotation)
creates a direct breeze and
E maximum cooling effect.

Ceiling fans work in two directions: downdraft (counterclockwise rotation)
and updraft (clockwise rotation). To change the fan’s rotation direction, wait
until the fan comes to a complete stop (audible triple beep). Then pull the
fan chain and continue to hold it until you hear a double beep. This double
beep indicates that the direction has been successfully changed.

To toggle audible feedback on
or off, hold the pull chain for 10
seconds. A triple beep signifies
the command is accepted

and the beep is disabled. To

Excessive Wobbling

o Make sure the blades are properly installed on the
blade iron posts.

e Turn the power off, support the fan carefully, and
check that the hanger ball is properly seated.

Troubleshooting

Noisy Operation

e Make sure the blades are properly installed.
e (Check to see if any of the blades are cracked. If so,

replace all of the blades.

The Fan Moves Backwards And
Forwards When Turned On

e This is normal start-up procedure for DC motor

fans. The partial movement during start-up is the
result of the DC motor aligning the internal magnetic
poles for proper motor operation. This design saves
electricity and allows the fan to operate much more
quietly than standard AC motor fans.

Cleaning the Fan
Use soft brushes or cloths to prevent scratching.
Cleaning products may damage the finishes.
