For each additional fan, ensure that a compatible receiver is installed. Disconnect power from all other
fans while pairing. To pair: cycle power to the fan by turning power off and back on at the wall
switch (or circuit breaker if necessary). Within 3 minutes, press and release the “PAIR” button on
the back of the remote. Do not hold down the button. To prevent faulty operation, please ensure
